
Agrium-Nodwell Nature Preserve 
A Demonstration of what Western Sky Can Do 

In 2009, Western Sky Land Trust (Western Sky) formally launched the Agrium       
Nodwell Nature Preserve. Although located along a stretch of the Bow River deemed 
by Alberta Tourism, Parks and Recreation to be of national significance, Western Sky 
was the only organization able to undertake this project as it did not fit within the 
mandates of existing land conservation organizations.  Providing habitat for close to 
300 native plant varieties and a wide array of wildlife, the Preserve is ecologically 
significant and a testament to the value of land conservation in this area.   
 

 

This project speaks to the power of partnerships and a thorough approach to land 
assessment and management, which includes the opportunity for corporations to

PROPERTY CHARACTERISTICS: 

Encompasses 59 acres of un-fragmented mixed-grass prairie ecosystems,      
undulating escarpments and river valley 

Habitat for close to 300 species of plants  

Anchored by a world renowned rainbow trout fishery 

Nesting songbird habitat, plus breeding areas for fish-eating birds such as Belted 
Kingfishers, American White Pelicans, Great Blue Herons and Cormorants 

Spring & fall migration habitat (staging & nesting area for waterfowl) 

Habitat for deer and moose populations 

Adjacent to Wyndham-Carseland Provincial Park 
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
